Holy Communion is for those who trust in Jesus and believe He brings the grace He promises in this Holy Meal. We
are grateful that we have found a way to safely have communion together in-person and online.

For in-person worship we are using prepackaged communion kits that contain a wafer and grape juice sealed in a
cup.
