Holy Communion is for those who trust in Jesus and believe He brings the grace He promises in this Holy Meal. We
are grateful that we have found a way to safely have communion together in-person and online.

For in-person worship we are using prepackaged communion kits that contain a wafer and grape juice sealed in a
cup. You will pick up the kit from the large table in the Narthex immediately after you sanitize your hands when you
arrive. Following the Words of Institution and the Lord’s Prayer, you will lift your mask away from your mouth; and
we will all take communion together while everyone stays in their seats.
